the user a new way to use a computer to do
something that really needs to be done, but also
helps sell the hardware to do that job. Visicalc
sold a lot of computers. Other Killer Apps include
Lotus 1-2-3 (Visicalc was originally for the

Apple II, while 1-2-3 was for the PC), Star Raiders

for the Atari, and Microsoft Office for Windows
3.1. All sold a lot of computers.

For 2008, though, | don't see a Killer App on the
horizon, for two reasons: first, there's not a huge
pent-up need for a particular job solution that an
application can fill. Yes, some jobs will be done

better by new versions or releases of software,
but that's normal progression. Second, there's no
major ( or even minor) new hardware platforms
just waiting for the right application to launch it
into marketing nirvana. Sorry.

Will 2008 be the year for 64 -bit computing?

Probably not. I'm sticking my neck out here,
because 64bit computing has such promise, but
it just doesn't have that much of a need to fill.
While 64-bit computing has its place, it's not on
the desktops of most users. Where it really shines
is in very processorintense operations that take

a long time, and where the data needing to be
processed in in large chunks. Mining large
databases for information is an example of where
64-bit computing works well. Browsing the Web,
writing stuff in a word processor, editing photos,
or watching video are examples of where 3bit
computing is perfectly capable. Even video
editing won't take advantage of 64bit computing

to do so (and not many are). And, 6bit
computing has its drawbacks; not many
companies make 64bit drivers for their
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use them. This means, for example, if your
printer doesn't have 64-bit drivers, your 64-bit

OS won't see it. Bummer. (Many have discovered
that their peripherals, like printers, don't have
drivers for Vista; this means they have to buy
new peripherals for their 32-bit OS. Bummer!)

So, it doesn't look like 64bit computing will
make any large inroads into desktop computing.

What about multi -core processors?

This one's easy. 2008 will see quadore
processors become the predominant processor

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Yaw, Dacotah

search reveals a wealth of information about
labyrinths. For a sample article, seéttp://

visiting in Dacotah, as several local signs spell it
(the Indian way). Aside from an occasional 'yaw',
they speak only English in Aberdeen. We don't
hear anything else, even in Taco Bell.

No long sloppy pants and spike hair.
Aberdonians, as they call themselves, are clean
cut. And half the people working in McDonald's
are older folks, providing good rolemodels for
the youth.

The streets are clean virtually litter -free. We
don't see any graffiti. Our relative doesn't lock
her doors, day or night.

We see no stucco, but lots of brick. Steep steel
roofs are not uncommon, reminding us it's snow

country. And basement windows are not unusual.

Instead of Home Depot, they have Menards. It's a

home improvement store on steroids. Along with
everything you'd expect, they sell groceries!
Their lumber yard is huge, containing several big
buildings full of supplies. And they stock
numerous styles of prebuilt roof trusses, ready
to haul away. No need to wait for custom jobs.

Out in the country, miles from the nearest town,
we find the Granary Rural Cultural Center. It
features an art museum (in a granary), a nature
walk, sculptures, art classes, and a labyrinth.

We can hardly wait to see the labyrinth,
wondering if it is a maze of crop circles. But true
to the promise of culture, the labyrinth is a
classical pattern set in a lawn with bricks to mark
walking paths. You start at one edge and wind
your way back and forth and around until you
reach the center. The idea is to provide an
environment that encourages meditation.

This is no modern farmer's brainstorm. The
concept is thousands of years old. A Google

The design of the labyrinth at the Granary is from
the floor of the 12th-century Chartres Cathedral
in Paris:

When | first saw the pattern on a brochure, |
immediately thought of Paint Shop Pro. (I know
you were wondering what this has to do with
computers.) The drawing poses a question. Are
the paths the black lines or the white spaces
between them? The black lines represent the
bricks that line the grass paths. The white
represents the lawn.

What we need here is a trivial dose of graphics
editing, to widen the paths, to clarify where we
walk. Sure, there are hundreds of labyrinth
images on the internet, but why miss the
opportunity to tweak, just for fun?

So in Paint Shop Pro, in the Materials palette, |

clicked the background icon and selected white.
Then, with the Magic Wand tool, | clicked the

white lawn to select it (without selecting the
black brick borders). In the Selection menu,
under Modify, | clicked Expand to "grow" the
paths a little wider, and hit Delete to change the
selected area to white (the background color in
the Materials palette).

Next, | mused, why is this drawing black and
white? So in the Materials palette, | clicked the
background icon and selected a light green. With
the white lawn still selected, | pressed Delete to
replace the white with green

With the Magic Wand still active, | selected the
black and changed them to brick red. Now, | have
a diagram that is easier to relate to.

| know, the illustration is a diagram- not an
aerial photo. Doctoring up the design is like
doodling.

choice for most desktop computers. Which will be
strange, because a duatore processor is all most
desktop users will need. How often do we actually
multi -process? We often have more than one app
open at a time, but only one is actually being used;
this is task-switching, not multiprocessing.
Currently, there are few apps that even allow the
use of more than one core at a time, and those that
do are for things like heavy photo editing or video
editing, which can actually use the horsepower
multi -core processors provide. If you do a lot of
this, dualcore processors are a good thing.
Personally, | have a duatore processor, and it
comes in handy for some things; | can burn a DVD
while writing this, for example. But usually, I'm

just doing one thing at a time, and most of my
apps aren't multi-core aware. A quaecore
processor won't help me at all, and | doubt it
would help many of us either.

So, why will quadcore processors take over?
There are several reasons, and I'll mention two:

Economics; it is as cheap to make a quanbre
processor as a duatore processor.

Looking forward; the prediction here is that apps
will be made to be multicore aware, making
multimedia much easier to both make and use. As
larger video files, for example, are made,
multicore processors will greatly speed up the
rendering process; and on the viewing side, with
more resolution and better physics simulations
available, multicore processors will give a much
better viewing experience. This means much
better games, for example. (Games often are the
first to make use of better hardware.)

So, quadcore processors will take over, but

unless you have an app that specifically uses those
extra cores, it won't get you much of a gain over a
dual-core processor.

Where will digital cameras go?

The megapixel wars will end soon; stuffing more
pixels into a sensor will only add noise, which
degrades the image. There is a solution, through
noise-reduction software, but that only does so
much. What we will see is more features added to
the cameras, to give the user more control over
the final image. Better lenses, bigger zoom ranges,
and larger sensors will be among the more useful
features. This means the pictures you take will be
in better focus, the exposure will be better, and
the colors will be truer to the original scene.

Of course, this doesn't mean you'll take better
pictures; if Aunt Martha has a utility pole growing
from her head, the pole will look better, but it will
still be there.

Which will win: HD -DVD or BluRay?

Personally, | like BluRay; the capacity is greater,
even for multi-layer discs. HBDVD boasts better
security and a better errorrecovery system, but
BluRay isn't giving any problems, so the difference
is nil for the user. Security, through DRM (Digital
Rights Management), is useful only to keep honest
people from copying the DVD; people who want to
pirate movies can do so with relative ease.

But this isn't like BetaMax vs VHS; the two HD

DVD systems are very close as far as the user is
concerned.

Color codes make it easy to tell at a glance
whether a message is safe or not. The bar at the
top of a message comes in three colors: White
means the message is from known contacts.
Yellow means the message is from someone not
on your contacts list. Red means the message
appears to be fraudulent. If a filing system goes awry, you can use the
search box above the inbox to find messages in
one of your folders or inbox. Just type in a search
and select the Mail button. Clicking web accesses
images, news, or information across the Web
based on your search.

Control junk email with filters and senders lists.
Select low, standard or exclusive filters. | use
standard and it catches most of the spam. | also

Hotmail can even help maintain contacts. Contacts
can be imported from Outlook, Outlook Express,
Windows Contacts, Yahoo Mail and Gmail. On the
other hand, when you receive an email from a new
contact you can easily add that person to your
Windows Live Hotmail contact list. Just click the
Add contact link below the From: line on their
email. And your address book automatically
updates anytime a contact changes Windows Live
contact information.

You can export Windows Live Hotmail contacts to
a CSV file to transfer to another email account or
save a backup copy. If you regularly add email
addresses to your contacts when you receive mail,
duplicate contacts can become a problem. Now
when you add a new contact from your inbox by
clicking Add contact in a received message and the
contact has the same name as an existing one,
you're asked if you want to merge them. You still
have the option of keeping them separate, giving
you complete control over your contact list.
Running clean up duplicate contacts searches for
and cleans up duplicates. Just choose to delete,
edit or merge information into one contact.

Windows Live Hotmail contacts have fields for
most information you need and probably more.
Add a first and last name, nickname; personal and
business email address, phone numbers and
address; birthday and a note for other

information.

Options provide personalization features to suit
your needs. Forward email from other accounts to
Hotmail or forward Hotmail to another account.
Set up a personal vacation reply when you will be
unavailable. The reply is sent to any message that
goes into the inbox. If you receive many messages
from one person, they will get the vacation reply
every four days.

Customize your email by selecting a language,
reading pane settings and your email signature.
Set whether to save a copy of sent email. You can
even have sent mail include a different reply to
address. Select the reading pane configuration to
make the reading pane appear on the right or
bottom of the screen or turn it off altogether. |
personally keep the reading pane off in all of my
email accounts. That way if a junk email gets
through the filters, | can select and delete it
without dealing with the message at all.

However, the full version of Windows Live
Hotmail has a reading pane so you can preview a
message without risk. The reading pane lets you
quickly view your e-mail. Email from unknown
senders has a yellow safety bar, and the
attachments, pictures and links blocked to help
avoid alerting spammers. You quickly go from
message to message without opening and
reloading the page. Double click the message to
open it up in the full window. You can also change
your inbox layout.

If you like to get an audible alert of new email, set
Windows Live Messenger to notify you. In
Windows Live Messenger, go to select Options in
the Tools drop down menu. In Options select
Alerts & Sounds and then Display alerts when-e
mail is received.

To send an email, click the New envelope icon that
in the top menu bar. In the full version, clicking the
drop-down arrow to the right of the New button
